By Car

From the South and East

Drive north on the Al(M) and exit at Junction 61. Take the A177 signposted Bowburn and Peterlee.

From the North and East

Turn left just before the
next roundabout into New Elvet and follow the road for approximately half a mile (bearing right into
Church Street) to the New Inn traffic lights. Go straight ahead into South Road and then follow the
instructions given above.

From the West

Drive on the Al67 to the Cock of the North roundabout (junction with the Al77). Take the Durham
Al77 exit into South Road. and follow it for approximately half a mile. Turn right just after the bus
shelter and right again onto the driveway.
