Awards are made initially for one year, but are renewable for a further period, subject to satisfactory progress. 
Research areas

The School would particularly encourage applications in core and specialist subjects which are related to globalisation and its impact across various legal orders and areas of concern, such as commerce, trade, maritime, environment, energy, human rights and international criminal justice. However, applications in all areas of law are invited and will be considered on their merits regardless of whether they relate to the theme of globalisation or one of the fields listed above.

The studentships are open to new UK and EU applicants who fulfil residency requirements and who have a first class or upper second class degree or equivalent in Law or a Masters degree in Law.
